these pilgrims faced two problems: (1) they needed acceptable animalg/for
sacrifice and (2) they needed coins without the image of Caesar stampdd on
them to pay the Temple tax. As you can imagine, there was a good magket
for those who could provide animals and coins and the possibilities for gor-
ruption and price gouging were enormous. Jesus was outraged by this® He
was also outraged because these pilgrims were being robbed of a genL ne
encounter with God. The pilgrims were lead to believe that in return for he

payment of the Temple tax, they
encouraged a religion of trade in which God would provide the good life
long as the worshiper kept paying the money.

Jesus knew that true faith provides no such kind of bargain. Tru
faith begins when we are taken hold of by the one holy God and feel hi
presence in all areas of life no matter what the circumstances may be.
faith handles the pot holes as well as the smooth surfaces.
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The days of bargaining with God are over and they are over bec

of the cross. The cross takes the place of all animal sacrifice and trad
hol ds the cross of Christ befor
you! o You cannot buy that i nd
with doves. If we want God, we must cling to that cross, not because4

awihat wepthpng wekcantget eut of it, but only because we cannot reS|st t
and forgiveness for which it
faith to become a house of trade. Nothing we could bargain for W|th G
could ever measure up to what God gives without price or condition.
